Common Nouns

. Common nouns name general people, places, things, or ideas.
. They do not start with a capital letter unless they begin a
sentence.

Examples:
City, teacher, dog, school ,car ,river, book, friend, mountain ,holiday
Proper Nouns

. Proper nouns name specific people, places or things and
always start with a capital letter.

Examples:

New York (city) Mr. Smith (person) Rover (pet’s name) Mount Everest
(mountain) Amazon (river) Monday (day of the week) July (month)
