Pronouns are short words that take the place of nouns 

               (like names of people, animals, or things). 

  Instead of saying: "Sara is happy because Sara got a gift." 

  We say: "Sara is happy because she got a gift." 

 Words like he, she, it, we, they, I, you are all pronouns.
